An Examination of Poetry Writing in English by Japanese Beginning Learners of the Language
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Abstract

This paper aims to address how poetry-writing activities can be more effectively devised
for beginning learners of English. For that purpose, the following topics are discussed: the
position of poetry in the current curriculum and textbooks, the nature of poetic writing in
general, the characteristics of poetry by learners of English in particular, and the steps taken
in the process of their writing. On the strength of these observations, a proposal is made to
make writing poems in meter accessible and attractive, which deserves much more attention

as a catalyst for getting a feel of the language than it currently receives.
